Reporting an Issue 
One thing the City of Chelsea allows you to do is report issues that the city 
can fix such as a hazardous sidewalk or the need for a road sign. 

 
To report an issue, go to the City of 
Chelsea website and click “Report an 
Issue to SeeClickFix on the left side.
